What is Geography?
Geography is the study of:
· Places – where things are 
· People – how people live 
· Environments – the natural world around us 
It helps us understand our planet and the people on it.
Physical Geography
This is about natural features of Earth.
Examples:
· Mountains 
· Rivers 
· Oceans 
· Volcanoes 
· Forests 
· Weather and climate
Human Geography
This is about things made or changed by people.
Examples:
· Cities and towns 
· Roads and bridges 
· Farms 
· Shops and schools 
· Transport systems

The 5 Oceans

Countries and Capitals
A country is a nation with its own government.
Examples:
· United Kingdom → London 
· France → Paris 
· Japan → Tokyo 
A capital city is the main city of a country.



Maps and Compass Directions
Compass Directions
The 4 main compass points are:
· North 
· East 
· South 
· West 
You can remember them with:
Never Eat Shredded Wheat
Map Symbols
Maps use symbols to show places like:
· Roads 
· Rivers 
· Schools 
· Train stations 
A key explains what the symbols mean.

Weather and Climate
Weather
Weather changes daily:
· Rainy 
· Sunny 
· Windy 
· Snowy 

Climate
Climate is the usual weather over a long time.
Examples:
· Hot deserts 
· Cold polar regions 
· Tropical rainforests 

Rivers
A river:
· Starts at the source 
· Flows downstream 
· Ends at the mouth 
Rivers can be used for:
· Drinking water 
· Farming 
· Transport 

Mountains and Volcanoes
Mountains
Very high areas of land.
Famous example:
· Mount Everest 

Volcanoes
Openings in Earth where lava can erupt.
Some volcanoes are:
· Active 
· Dormant 
· Extinct
